	Red Blood Cells: Cells that are in our blood. It is red in colour. 

Extra Information:

Red blood cells do not have nucleus. Since red blood cells carry oxygen around our body in the thin blood vessels. It will be easier for them to “throw away” the nucleus so that it is easier for them to pass through the thin blood vessels.   
	Nerve cell: This is a nerve cell in our brain. It carries information from one nerve cell to another. 



	Microscope. 

Cells are so small that we cannot see them using our naked eyes. Thus, the microscope is used to magnify it to thousands of times. This will enable us to see the cells.  

	Paramecium: 

Paramecium is a single-cell organism.

It is common in ponds throughout the world. This tiny living creature has all the systems required for survival packed into a single cell!

Used in making the dough rise. Without it the bread you eat will be very hard and flat.

	Chloroplasts:

Tiny green structures found in the cytoplasm of a plant cell. Chloroplasts contain chlorophyll, the pigment that captures sunlight to make food for the plant. Chloroplast is not present in animal cells.
