Ratio
What is ratio?

(a) Proportion of things in a mixture / combination


(b) Ratio does NOT have units


(c) Ratio can be used in our everyday lives


What are ratios?

Example of ratio:

To bake a bread, 3 cups of flour is needed for every 2 cups of water used.

So, the ratio of the number of cups of flour to the number of cups of water is

3 : 2
Does the Order Matter?
· YES!!!!


· 3 : 2 is different from 2 : 3


· The order depends on the statement

· Example

· The ratio of item A to item B is written as,   A : B


· However, the ratio will be different if the statement is: 

· The ratio of item B to item A 


· In this case, the ratio will be written as B : A

Practice:

There are 3 glasses of plain water and 4 glasses of orange juice. What is the ratio of the number of glasses of orange juice to the 

number of glasses of plain water?

There are 16 glasses of drinks altogether. There are some glasses of orange juice and some glasses of grape juice. The ratio of grape juice to orange juice is 1 : 3. How many glasses of orange juice is there?

How do we read Ratios?

Example:

For the ratio mentioned above, 3 : 2, we read it as 3 is to 2.

Similar Ratio

· Ratio is similar to fraction, it has its simplest form


· For the ratio 2 : 2, it can be changed into its simplest form as 1 : 1
Ratio in Tables
	Biscuit Type
	Number of Packets

	Oreo Cookies
	7

	Jack n Jill Potato Chips
	5

	Chips More Cookies
	28


· The ratio of the number of packets of Oreo Cookies to the number of packets of Jack n Jill Potato Chips is 7:5

· The ratio of the number of packets of Oreo Cookies to the number of packets of Chips More Cookies is 1:4

· The ratio of the number of packets of Jack n Jill Cookies to the number of packets of Chips More Cookies is 5:28
